Installation
1. Remove hopper and front shroud (see manual 

310645). 

2. Install valve. 

3. Push fitting ring (A) and disconnect air line (B).

4. Cut off 2 in. of air line (B) to avoid contact with 
moving parts.

5. Align elbow fitting (3) with hole on sprayer frame and 
mount auxiliary air kit underneath sprayer frame. 
Tighten two screws (18) to secure in place.

6. Connect air line (B) to TEE connector (16) and air 
compressor. Connect line (M) to elbow fitting (K) 
and TEE connector (16).

7. Install front shroud and hopper. 
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Installation and Operation
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Operation
1. Connect external air supply (C) to male air fitting 

valve (D).

2. Connect spray gun air line (E) to valve (F).

3. Open spray gun air valve (G) all the way.

4. Pull spray gun trigger and adjust air flow with air 
pressure regulator (H) (not supplied by Graco) on 
external air supply. 

5. Use spray gun air valve (G) for fine adjustment.

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Troubleshooting

Maintenance:
Clean valve inlet every 100 hours:

1. Remove fitting (8) and piston valve (11).

2. Rinse out valve (10) with warm water.

3. Install piston valve (11) and fitting (8); hand tighten.

Spray gun or air line leaking air when gun trig-
ger is closed

Repair leak.

Air is venting when spray gun is shut off

Not enough atomization 
air at spray gun

Compressor not large enough for intended use 1. Open gun air valve (G).

2. Regulate air flow with air regulator (H).

Plugged gun, air line or valve Repair or clean as needed.

Material not appropriate for system Review material specifications.
